Novel Treatments

Minimally invasive surgery. The experienced team of gynecologic
oncologists at RUSH has been performing a high volume of cancer surgeries

robotically for many years, while focusing on continuous quality improvement,

growth and refinement.

We have expertise in novel surgical techniques, using the da Vinci Surgical
System, including sentinel lymph node dissection for endometrial cancer.

Precision medicine. The gynecologic cancer program partners with Tempus
— a biotechnology company that collects, stores and analyzes genetic

data, clinical information and tissue samples — to provide advanced care to
patients who have gynecologic malignancies by using data-driven precision
medicine.

At RUSH, all patients who have advanced-staged or recurrent gynecologic
cancers are offered Tempus testing coupled with tissue banking at the
RUSH biorepository.

Immunotherapies. Working with Tempus, our experts have seen that
immunotherapies can be beneficial for treating recurrent gynecologic
cancers. They do genetic sequencing and tissue testing for patients, which
shows each patient’s individual sensitivities to different treatments.

RUSH also offers clinical trials for gynecologic
malignancies through Gynecologic Oncology Group
(GOG) Partners and NRG Oncology, both of which
are sponsored by the National Cancer Institute.
